DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE YOUNG MEN AND WOMEN
IN A DEGREE OF A AUTONOMY

Summary

The aim of the research is to examine the gender differences in
terms of dimensions of separation-individuation.

The psychological separation of adolescents is a significant task
of development that enables the development of identity. The effects of
early experience are important for that task. The period of adolescence
involves the preparation for adult admission. The two most important
tasks in this period are precisely psychological separation-individuation
and solving the identity crisis.

The original sample consisted of 1027 respondents within the age
range of 12 - 25 years. The research instruments shows satisfactory
characterictics. Factor analysis pointed to the identical structure of the
construct, as well as the taken over instrument Smojver-Azi¢. Using the
t-test and canonical discriminatory analysis, we explored the differen-
ces between young men and girls regarding the dimensions of psycho-
logical separation-individuation. The results show that male and female
adolescents distinguishable in terms of all dimensions of separation-in-
dividuation. The results support the results of previous research, which
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showed that men are more susceptible to the perception of proximity
and closeness as intrusiveness, which is in line with the relationship
in Western society, in which men consider that indenpendence is the
priority of intimacy. Research has shown that girls prefer a relationship
that involve more the separation process, while girls are more impor-
tant to keep in touch with their parents during the study. The findings
of our research reflect this precisely because man showed more gaps on
all dimensions of psychological separation-individuation, which means
that men prefer indenpendence over intimacy, and the girl’s relation-
ship in which attachment is involved.
